Bronzespand med graeske
motiver pa 500-kronesedlen

Bronzespanden fra Keldby p& Mgn blev fundet ved plgjning
i begyndelsen af 1800-tallet. Den er elegant formet og blev
formentlig fremstillet i det 4. eller det tidlige 3. arhundrede
f.Kr. Den har veeret pa en lang rejse, sikkert ad aeldgamle
ruter gennem Europa. Den eksotiske ornamentik og formen
har tydelige graeske forbilleder, s spanden kan veere
fremstillet i Makedonien eller ved Sortehavet.

Bronze pail with Greek
motifs on the 500 krone note

The bronze pail from Keldby on the island of Mgn was found
during ploughing at the beginning of the 1800s. It is elegantly
shaped and was probably made in the fourth or the early third

century BC. It must have been on a long journey, probably

by ancient routes through Europe. The exotic ornamentation
and form have clear Greek models, so the pail may have been
made in Macedonia or by the Black Sea.

Rum Hoom 12
Solvognen pa 1000-kronesedlen

Da der i september 1902 blev plgjet i Trundholm Mose pa
Vestsjeelland, stadte ploven pa noget. Op af jorden dukkede
en solskive og en hest, som begge var sat pa hjul. Solvognen
er fremstillet i aeldre bronzealder, ca. 1400 f.Kr. Den fornem-
me spiralornamentik, som pryder den gyldne solskive, afslg-
rer dens nordiske herkomst. Solvognen er Nationalmuseets
hjgrnesten og er blevet symbol pa hele Danmarks forhistorie.

The Sun Chariot on
the 1000 krone note

In September 1902, when the earth was ploughed at Trund-
holm Bog in western Zealand, the plough bumped into some-
thing. Out of the ground emerged a sun disc and a horse, both
mounted on wheels. The Sun Chariot was made in the Early
Bronze Age, c. 1400 BC. The fine spiral ornamentation that
graces the golden sun disc reveals its Nordic origin. The Sun
Chariot is the hallmark of the National Museum and has
become a symbol of the whole prehistory of Denmark.

NATIONALMUSEET

Before you realize it, you'll be standing with prehistory

in your hand. In 2009-2011 Denmark will introduce

a new series of bank notes, each with a motif like
the Sun Chariot and other finds that have emerged
from the Danish soil. The notes have been designed
by the artist Karin Birgitte Lund and also show a
number of Danish bridges. A small map on the notes
marks where in Denmark the antiquities were found.
The five ancient artefacts are exhibited in the
National Museum of Denmark’s permanent exhibi-
tion ‘Danish Prehistory’.

With this folder in your hand you will be guided around
to the five finds that are among the most iconic ex-
hibits in the National Museum.

Unik keramik pa 50’eren

Da jeettestuerne blev bygget omkring 3200 f.Kr., stod
pottemagerkunsten pa sit hgjeste. Her blev produceret

smuk keramik med komplicerede mgnstre, der har kraevet
stor viden og erfaring. Lerkarret fra Skarpsalling i Nordjylland
er et af de fineste eksempler pa keramisk formgivning

og dekoration, som vi kender fra stenalderens Danmark.
Lerkarrene blev brugt ved begravelser som offergaver til

de dgde eller hgjere magter.

Unique pottery on
the 50 krone note

When the passage graves were built around 3200 BC, the
art of pottery had reached a peak. Beautiful pottery was
produced with complex patterns that required great skill
and experience. The earthenware bowl from Skarpsalling
in northern Jutland is one of the finest examples of ceramic
design and decoration known from Stone Age Denmark.
The earthenware pottery was used for burials, as sacrificial
gifts to the dead or the higher powers.

Rum Hoom 10
Stor baelteplade
pa 200-kronesedlen

Det har veeret en velhavende kvinde, der har baret den usaed-
vanlig store beelteplade fra Langstrup i Nordsjaelland. Med
sine 28 cm i diameter — samme stgrrelse som en pizza — er

det den starste, komplette baelteplade, som endnu er fundet
fra aldre bronzealder, mere praecist ca. 1400 f.Kr. Pladens
utroligt ngjagtige cirkelmgnstre og spiraler er typiske motiver
pa bronzealderens skinnende flader.

Large belt plate on
the 200 krone note

It must have been a prosperous woman who waore the unusu-
ally large belt plate from Langstrup in northern Zealand. With
its diameter of 28 cm — the same size as a pizza — it is the
largest complete belt plate ever found from the Early Bronze
Age, more specifically from c. 1400 BC. The incredibly accu-
rate circle and spiral patterns on the plate are typical motifs
on the shining surfaces of the Bronze Age.

Rum Hoom 6

Flintdolk pa 100-kronesedlen

Det fornemste eksempel pa dolktidens flintteknik er den
29,5 cm lange flintdolk, som blev fundet pa gen Feeng i

Lillebaelt. Dolken kaldes “Hindsgavldolken”, fordi gen harte
til godset Hindsgavl. Typen kaldes “fiskehaleformet” p& grund
af grebets facon. Dolken er fra slutningen af stenalderen, ca.
1900-1700 f.Kr., og efterligner metaldolke. Den fremragende
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| Den kgl. Mgnt- og Medaillesamling pa 1. sal kan du bl.a. se en 500-
kroneseddel med tilnavnet “en plovmand”. Keelenavnet skyldes, at der
er afbildet en bonde, der plgjer sin mark. Med fa eendringer var den i
omlgb fra 1910 til 1972. Men navnet “en plovmand” haenger stadig ved.

Coins and bank notes through the ages

In the Royal Collection of Coins and Medals on the 1st floor you can see
a 500 krone note with the nickname ‘a ploughman’, because a man with
a plough was shown on the notes. With few changes it was in circula-

tion from 1910 until 1972. But the name ‘a ploughman’ has stuck with it

Flint dagger on

the 100 krone note

The finest example of the flint technique of the Dagger Period
is the 29.5 cm long flint dagger found on the island of Feeng
in the Little Belt. The type is called a ‘fishtail’ dagger because
of the shape of the hilt. The dagger is from the end of the
Stone Age, ¢. 1900-1700 BC, and imitates metal daggers.
The outstanding flintworking technique shows the great
effort made by the flint-knapper to compete with the new
metal goods that were soon to outstrip the ancient flint

craftsmanship.
